Chapter 1 Administration 
 
Section 101 
Title, Scope and Purpose 
 
101.2 Scope. 
The provisions of the “Residential Code of Ohio for One-, Two-, and Three-Family Dwellings” shall apply to the 
construction, alteration, movement, enlargement, replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, 
removal and demolition of every residential building or structure, any appurtenances connected or attached to such 
buildings or structures or any accessory structures. No building or its equipment or accessories to which the rules of the 
board apply shall be erected, constructed or installed, except in conformity with the rules of the board. 
 
Exceptions: 
 

1. Manufactured homes. 
 
2. Multiple single-family dwelling structures more than three stories in height. 

 
 
3. Residential structures when each dwelling unit does not have independent means of egress. 
 
4. The structural requirements of the Ohio Building Code (OBC) or section 116.2 of this code shall apply to 

residential structures comprised of one-, two-, and three-family dwellings which are more than three stories in 
height. 

 
 
5. Residential buildings with attached occupancies that are within the scope of the OBC shall comply with the 

requirements of the OBC. 
 
Section 116 
Alternative Methods, materials and Equipment 
 
116.2 Alternative engineered design 
The design, documentation, inspection testing and approval of an alternative engineered system shall comply with Sections 
1162.2.1 to116.2.3 of this rule. 
 

116.2.1 Design criteria. An alternative engineered design shall conform to the intent of the intent of the provisions 
of this code and shall provide an equivalent level of quality, strength, effectiveness, fire resistance, durability and 
safety. Materials, equipment or components shall be designed an installed in accordance with the manufacturer’s 
installation instructions. 
116.2.2 Submittal. The registered design professional shall indicate on the application that the system is an 
alternative engineered design. The approval and permanent approval records shall indicated that an alternative 
engineered design was part of the approved installation. Where special conditions exist, the building official is 
authorized to require additional construction documents to be prepared by a registered design professional. 
116.2.3 Technical data. The registered design professional shall submit sufficient technical data to substantiate the 
proposed alternative engineered design and to prove that the performance meets the intent of this code.
